(Dave Phillips Providing Update)
· Did not meet since this past month
· Preparing the survey & flyer for Fall 2022 Distribution

Case Management Review/Detention Center Population Committee Report 
(Captain David Baker Providing Update)
· AC Jail population dropped as low as 350 in May 2022 but then jumped back up to 370
· There more than 35 murder cases in the current population
· 2 murder suspects were sentenced

Transitioning Populations Committee Report
(Richard Shirley Provided Update)
· Discussion on Docketing
· Now handled by the Clerk of Court’s office
· Now only two people doing the job
· An amended order from 120 to 180 for 2nd Appearance
· Supreme Court of SC gave order for 7 straight weeks of General Session (July - August 2022) to catch up the docket
· Handled by Judge McIntocsh
· Every docket / every day to have 50 people
· Concern across State of SC are the cases that are up to 3 years old
· Now those cases have had a touch point
· Goal is after 7 weeks of GS, the case load should be back to pre-Covid levels.
· Transfer Court
· Judge McIntosh will sigh order to start once the Clerk of Court gives the “OK” to proceed
· Sessions might be held in Townsend Center
