Case Management Review/Detention Center Population Committee Report 
(Captain David Baker Providing Update)
· 430 people in ACDC today (10/10/22)
· Bus of 15 inmates is going to SCDC in Columbia
· The review board is really needing a representative from the Clerk of Court in the meetings
· They are picking up bench warrants faster than they can clear them
· With the way that it is going, we could see 500 inmates by the end of the year
· 475 is the absolute max & cannot put another body in the detention center 

Crisis Stabilization Committee
(Vicki Redding providing update)
· 3 people attended the committee meeting 
· She needs to meet with Rusty Burns soon to the next steps for the CSU
· CSU’s are very expensive
· 3 options 
· Belton and two in Anderson
· We have way more of a need than we have space for
· Rev. Clark presented the CSU idea to the church, unknown what the response would be 
Mental Health Court and Grant’s 
(Jon Caime providing update)
· Anderson was approved a grant for $354,000
· Great thing for Anderson and the development that is in the works


Anderson County Detention Facilities Corporation
(Captain David Baker gave report) 
· Mosely Architecture was chosen to build the new jail 
· Process will start soon after the contract is signed 
· When need to decide who is going to be at the table to add their opinions about what facilities/aids that need to be added to the new jail 
· Ex. Education, MH help, life skills, etc
· Starting demolition process starts in 2 weeks to a month and a half
· They are having to size the jail for the future
· There will be room to continue to build as Anderson County population grows
